“The days of blame shifting and denying responsibility are over,” Dr Masel said.

“We need all levels of government to act now to ensure Queenslanders have access to the health
care they need and deserve,” he said.

“Workforce concerns, long overdue equivalency for rural doctors, the viability of rural General
Practice and of course, the dire situation with maternity services are all in need of composed,
collaborative action, now.

“We all have a role to play in creating change and this conference will bring those with frontline
knowledge and experience together with those who can enact change, which is a powerful combo.”

The conference program, themed ‘Medicine in the Extreme’ gets underway tonight with the opening
keynote by psychologist and psychological scientist Professor Kimberley Norris addressing the role of
education, empowerment and energising experiences in shaping resilience.
